FULL TEXT WRITING RULES
PAPER WRITING RULES
A- GENERAL WRITING PRINCIPLES
- Papers submitted to the congress must be original studies that have not been presented and published elsewhere. It should be at least 5.000 words. 
- Participants are required to prepare two separate files: "cover page" file and "text" file.
- The following information should be included on the cover page:
a. Title of the paper, 
b. Names and titles of the author(s), 
c. Institutions where the author/authors work, 
d. Telephone numbers and e-mail addresses of the author(s).
- The text file should consist of the following parts:
a. Title of the paper, 
b. An abstract of at least 150 and more than 200 words in Turkish, Uzbek, Russian, English,
c. Turkish, Uzbek, Russian, English keywords consisting of a maximum of 5 words, 
d. Text of the paper,
e. Tables and figures, 
f. Bibliography,
g. Appendices, notes, etc. (if any...).
- The full text of the paper should not exceed 15 pages including tables, figures, references and appendices.
- The text of the paper should be written on one side of A4 paper in Times New Roman font, 12 pt, 1.5 line spacing and 4 cm from left, 3 cm from top-bottom, 2 cm from right.
- The title of the paper should be in CAPITAL LETTERS, 14 pt, centred and bold. All first level subheadings including INTRODUCTION and CONCLUSION should be in CAPITAL LETTERS, 12 pt, left justified and bold. Second level headings in the text of the paper should be in CAPITAL LETTERS, others in lower case, 12 pt, left justified and bold. Third level headings in the text of the paper should be in upper case, all others in lower case, 12 pt, left justified, italicised and bold.
- Indentation (tab) should not be used at the beginning of paragraphs. Only 6 nk (0 nk before paragraph, 6 nk after paragraph) space should be left between paragraphs. Absolutely no more space should be left.
- Internet URL addresses should never be given in the text. Internet URL addresses should only be given in the bibliography list and as follows:
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.... million German tourists visited Turkey in 2022 (TÜRSAB, 2022).
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- If there is any hesitation other than the above-mentioned issues, national/international academic writing rules in the field in which the paper is presented should be taken into consideration while preparing the full text and content of the paper (see APA Writing Guide).
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B- CITING REFERENCES IN THE TEXT
- Considering whether the quotations in the text are direct or indirect, they should be cited in accordance with the examples below. Footnotes can only be used if it is necessary to explain some concepts and words.
- When citing the source in the text, (Author's Surname, Year of Publication) method will be used for indirect quotations and (Author's Surname, Year of Publication: Page No) method will be used for direct quotations. In addition, in direct quotations, the quoted part should be enclosed in double quotation marks (‘ ’).
- If the author is mentioned in the text, only the year (2010) should be indicated in brackets.
- References by the same author should be listed in the bibliography list in date order (from old to new). If the referenced author has more than one publication of the same date, the source should be indicated by adding letters (a, b) next to the year of publication according to the order of reference in the text.

Examples of citing references in the text:
a. Indirect quotation from a single-authored work 
(Ertaş, 2020)
b. Direct quotation from a single-authored work
(Ertaş, 2020: 25)
c. Indirect citation from a work with two authors 
(Ertaş and Kırlar-Can, 2020)
d. Direct quotation from a work with two authors
(Ertaş and Kırlar-Can, 2020: 225)
e. Indirect citation from a work with three or more authors 
(Ertaş et al., 2021)
f. Direct quotation from a work with three or more authors
(Ertaş et al., 2021: 22)
C- BIBLIOGRAPHY EDITING
- The list of references should be organised in alphabetical order
- References by the same author should be given in date order (from old dated to new dated). If the referenced author has more than one publication of the same date, it should be indicated as (a, b) next to the year of publication according to the order in which the source is referenced in the text.
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
