All Articles to be sent to our journal should be prepared using this template. Articles submitted without using this template will NOT be accepted.

Research Articles should be made in accordance with the template below;

Introduction
Spelling rules to be considered in the text  
· The text should lean on both sides. 
· The text size should be Arial (size 12). 
· Spacing portions from leading options must be 1.5 in 0 nk and 0 nk.
· Paragraph beginnings should be indented. Paragraph spacing should be “1.”
· References should be written in square brackets, separated by commas and a space in between. For example: “[1, 2].” instead of “[1,2]”. If there are more than two consecutive sources, “dash”, “-” should be used. For example: Instead of “[1—3]”, it should be written as “[1-3].”
· Abbreviations should be clearly defined where they are used for the first time in the text. 
· Every source in the text should be cited.
· All tables and figures in the article should be cited in the main text.
· Italic letters should be used in the genus, species and gene names of microorganisms: ”… Schistosoma haematobium“.
· Italic and lower case letters should be used for the 'p' used for statistical analysis. No spaces should be left before and after the “=, >, <” signs after p, p<0.05. This rule also applies to the 'p' used for tables and figures
· No spaces should be left before or after the ">", "<", "=" or "±" signs in other situations in the text
· SI units should be used for units. Ex: “mL” (not“cc”), like “dL”. Liters must be abbreviated using capital letters
· If decimal numbers are to be expressed in the article, they should be expressed with dots. For example: 12.17
· The manufacturer of a drug, hardware or software should be specified in parentheses, followed by a comma, and then the city and country name of the company should be separated by a comma: “…Company, Ankara, Turkey”.


Materials and methods
	In all research articles, it should be stated in detail in the Materials and methods section that ethics committee approval was obtained for the study. It should be clearly presented from which institution, on which date and with which decision or number number the ethics committee approval was obtained.
	It is expected that researches, articles and journals within the scope of TR Index Criteria and required permissions with the approval of the Ethics Committee will comply with the relevant legislation. In this context, "TR Index Ethical Principles Flow Chart" is published on the TR Index page under the Guideline title to assist researchers.
	
	The "TR Index Ethical Principles Flow Chart", which is prepared in line with the Ethical Principles that researchers and journals are expected to comply with, also includes general permissions to be obtained from institutions and organizations before applying for the approval of the Ethics Committee.
Example: Permission was obtained from Pamukkale University Non-Interventional Clinical Research Ethics Committee for the study (date of permission (written on the document), file/permission number).

Studies that require Ethics Committee approval
· All kinds of research conducted with qualitative or quantitative approaches that require data collection from the participants by using survey, interview, focus group work, observation, experiment, interview techniques,
· The use of humans and animals (including material/data) for experimental or other scientific purposes,
· Clinical studies on humans,
· Animal studies
· Retrospective studies in accordance with the law on the protection of personal data

In addition;
· For the use of scales, questionnaires, photographs belonging to others, the permission of the owners must be obtained and stated.
· It should be stated that copyright regulations are complied with for the intellectual and artistic works used.


Retrospective Ethics Committee permission for publications produced from studies and thesis completed in previous years
Retrospective ethics committee approval is not required for articles that were published before 2020, produced from postgraduate/doctoral studies (must be specified in the article).

Ethical consent for non-university researchers
Non-university researchers can also apply to the Ethics Committees in their regions and get permission from there.

In addition;
The authors should state that the manuscript complies with the journal’s rules regarding "Publication Ethics", "Research Ethics" and "Legal/Special Permission Documentation", by referring to international standards, by opening a separate heading for each of them both on the web page and in the printed journal.
· The issue of compliance with publication ethics in journals should not be left solely to the responsibility of the authors, the path to be followed in journal publication ethics should be clearly defined.
· In research articles to be published in our journal, whether ethical committee permission and/or legal/special permission is required should be stated in the article. If these permits are required, it should be clearly presented from which institution, on what date and with which decision or number the permission was obtained.
· If the study requires the use of human and animal subjects, international declaration, guide, etc. should be appropriately declared. 




References in the text
· It should be noted that all references are listed in order in the text.
· References should be numbered according to the order of use in the text, their numbers should be written at the end of the sentence in the text or, if the author's name is mentioned, in square brackets ([]) immediately after the name, separated by commas and leaving a space: [1, 4, 7-9]
· For more than two consecutive references, “dash, -” should be used. "[7-9]"
· If the reference has a single author, 'et al.' should not be used after the author's name in the text. Example: "Yüksel [7] stated that...".
· If the source has two authors, 'et al.' should not be used after the author's name in the text. Example: “Herek and Ergin [7] stated that…”.
· If the reference has more than two authors, 'et al.' should be used after the author's name in the text. Example: “Aybek et al. [7] stated that…”.
· If the sentence used for a picture or table ends with a reference, the reference should be specified after the picture or table parenthesis. (not before): “… (Table 1) [7].


Results


Discussion
In the Discussion part, restrictiveness, limitations or deficiencies in your research article should be stated.

“Conclusion” should not be written as a separate title. (The last paragraph can be started with a sentence like “Consequently…”


Source Before writing your article
Acknowledgment should be written if it was presented at the Congress, if there is a statement of support or financial support from an institution.

Conflict of interest: Each author should disclose any commercial or financial relations that may create a conflict of interest about the information presented in the article at the stage of uploading the article. Such relationships include expenses for consulting, ownership, or research. Authors should indicate if they have received financial support for this study. If there is no such relationship, it should be written in the Conflict of Interest section before the References. 
If there is no conflict of interest, it should be written as “Conflict of interest: No conflict of interest was declared by the authors.”


References
The AMA (American Medical Association) style should be used for citing sources.
In ‘AMA’ citation style, references are a list of sources cited in your paper. The reference list should be organized numerically in the order in which in-text citations appear in the text.
Use of ‘AMA’ style:
Search PUBMED (https://pubmed.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/) by adding “Your source ‘Title’, ‘Journal abbreviation’ and ‘Publication year’”. Click on the “CITE” button and select the “FORMAT: AMA” style and copy it.
1. If there are six or fewer authors, the names of all should be written. If there are seven or more authors, “et al” (et al.) should be written after the names of the first three authors.
2. It should be noted that all references are listed in order in the text.
3. References should be numbered according to the order of use in the text.
4. Journal names should be abbreviated as used in Index Medicus (www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/journals).
5. The number of sources should be at most 50.
6. References order numbers should be arranged in such a way that their contents are on the left outside and their contents on the right.
7. There should be no spaces between the publication dates.
8. The issue number should be written after the volume number of the publication.
9. Dash “-” should be used between page numbers, no spaces should be left after, and the last numbers should be written in full. “166-171”
10. Do not use “dot” in author surname and name abbreviations (For example: Acar A, instead of Acar. A., or Ercan F. instead of Ercan. F.)
11. Do not use dashes between two surnames (Ex: Bahado-Singh R should be Bahado Singh R instead).
12. If there is a doi number in the reference, the doi number should not be written at the end. Example: doi:10.7326/0003-4819

· If the source is a book, it should be written as one of the following. If it is an online book, if it is not printed, the access address and date should be given in detail.
· Words other than the first letter of the title of the referenced book or chapter should be written in lower case.
· A colon (:) should be used after the name of the published city.
· Semicolon (;) should be used after the name of the publisher.
· Semicolon (;) should be used after the year of publication.
· No space should be left after the colon (:) after the year of publication.
· The hyphen “-” should be used between page numbers.
· The last page number should be written in full: “914-916.”
· A full stop should be placed at the end of the source.

Format: Author AA, Author BB, Author CC, et al. Title of Work. Place of Publication: Publishing House; Year: Page.
Example: Smith A, Johnson B, Williams C, et al.  Mental Health and Wellbeing at Work. New York, NY: Springer; 2021:30-50.
