Dear authors, according to your article type, through the appropriate template, create your abstract file and upload it to the system

Abstract spelling rules;

· The text point must be Arial (size 12).
· Spacing portions from leading options must be 1.5 in 0 nk and 0 nk.
· Italic character and lowercase letters should be used for the 'p' used for statistical analysis. No spaces should be left before and after the "=, >, <" marks after p, p<0.05. This rule also applies to the 'p' used for tables and shapes.
· In other cases in the text, no spaces should be left before or after the signs ">", "<", "=" or "±".
· If the decimal numbers are to be expressed in the article, they should be written with “dot”. For example: 12.17 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]There must be no space between the numbers of the value and "±".  For example: 10.7±4.8 
·  There should be no gaps between >10 ng/mL values.
· There should be no gaps between the "65°C" values.
· In English, the number should be indicated behind and without spaces. Example: 42.6%
· Dots in decimal numbers in English is used without spaces. Example: 0.50
